The Bowdoin Orient prints the following
article concerning the B. A. A, relay:

Following the plan laid by George V.
Brown of the 3. A, A., Bates, Bowdoin,
Maine and Colby were to have run a four-
cornered race in Boston Feb. 7. This
preliminary arrangement, however, was
without the econsent of the Bowdoin
management, and it has met with ob-
jeetion from our management.

Tp until last year, Bowdoin has general-
Iy run some out-of-the-sfate college,
usually Tuits or Vermont. ILast year, in
answer to a virtual challenge from the
University of Maine, Bowdoin took on
that college, although believing that the
athletic interests of each college eould
best be furthered by a race with some
college not in Maine, and that a race be-
tween Bowdoin and Maine, if desived,
gould he arranged nearer home.

Manager Koughan has made the follow-
ing statement in regerd to the state race:

“Bowdoin is not afraid of the other
Maine colleges and is willing to run them
in a relay race but not under the con-

ditions as laid down by the management |

-of the B. A. A. Bowdoin has expressed a
‘willingness to run the University of

. Japanese.

Maine, although that institution has,
according to the dopesters, the most
promising relay team in the state. Bow-
doin is also willing to run in a four-cornered
race in which the teams shall vron two ata
time, the winners of the preliminary races
to run in a final for the state championship.
Bowdoin is not willing, however, to run
with three other teams on the track at
the same fime, the track at the Mechanies
Building being unsuited for such arace,
The judgment of Bowdoin in this matter is
backed by similar action at Holy Cross,
Fordham, Georgetown and Bostonr College
which institutions unanimously refuse fo
run in a four-cornered race.”

Prof. McKee Gave Highly Instruc-.

tive Lecture on “Water”—A
Large Number Present

Prof. R. H. McI{ee delivered the first
of the series of weekly lectures on the
chemistry of daily life on the third floor
of Coburn Hall, Wednesday P. M., Teb.
4th, The lecture was well attended es-
pecially by persons outside the student
body. The lectures duving this semester
will be of a more popular nature and will
cover subjeets which arc familiar to every
one. The substance of the lecture was as
follows:—

Water is an extensively abundant sub-
gtance as can be shown by the fact that it
covers three-fourths of the earth's surface.
Pure water is not found in nature, bul has
to be obtained from'impure water by
different methods of distillation. Dis-
tillation is the process of changing water
into vapor and then condensing the vapor
into liquid form by cooling. Distilled
wiater is not entively pure, but contains
some of the dissolved gasses of the impure
water and also traces of the substances of
which the distilling apparatus is made.
Although there is no necessity for distilling
water here in New England for drinking
purposes, it is a common practice in the
west, especiaily around Chicago.

Pure water boils at 100 C or 212 T,
at normal atmospheric pressure, (14.7
lbs. per sq. in.} As the pressure increases
the boiling point increases. The critical
temperature of pure water iz 32 F or
0 C, and is either the freezing point of the
liquid or the melting point of the soild.
Reducing the atmospheric pressure of a
liquid lowers the hoiling point. This
is due to the formation of a partial vacuum
Ordinary water cotaing dissolved gasses

which are not at all present in pure water. |

These dissolved gasses make the water
taste better.

Diseases arve readily preopagated by
water. Especially is this true of water
which has become contaminated by
human sewerage, as it contains many
typheid germs. The five principle
requisites of a good drinking water are as
follows:—{1) It should be free fromlead
and other poisonous metals and minerals.
Mater allowed to remain for any length of
time in lead pipes will dissolve some of
the material; especially is this true of
soft water. {(2) Ii should be free from
other liquids such as petroleum, ete.
(3) Itshould be free lrom injurious germs.
(4) Tt should contain no organic matter
that will aid the growth of bacteria, (5)
Drinking water should be palatable, not
bitter but heslthful and invigorating.
Disiilled water has a fiat taste which is
not agreeable.

MaTaopg oF TesTing WaTer

Sanitery test:—If when the water is
heated, a distinct sewerage odor is given
off, it shows that the water contains fresh
gewerage. Water containing old sewerage
would not necessarily give off any odor.

Presence of organic matter:—If water
eontains organic matter it will decolorize
8 solution of potassium permanganate.
The amount of organic matter present can
be determined by the amount of the solu-
tion the water will deeolorize.

Presence of salt:—The presence of salt
in water is a good indication of human
sewerage. Potassium hromate is used as
a deterting agent. Water but a small

distance from the coast goncrally contains

a small amount of salt.
Determination of nitrogen:—The occur-
ence of nitrogen is generally due to the

‘presence of animal matter. The test is to'

use n Nessler's solution which combines
with nitrogen to form a biown coloi.

Poisonous- minerals:—The test for the
presence of lead in water is to add a
soluble sulphide. If there is lead present
there will be a brouwn precipitate.

In summing up it is essential to drink
only water that is free from polluted sb-

‘stances. Choose a water supply which is

free from haecterin. If the dvinkingwater
is not pure it is best to either hoil or distill
it before using. It has become a well
established fact that - typhoid fever is
divectly cauged by poor drinking water
and many of our large eities have sponi
thousands 6f dollars in order to obtain
pure drinking water.

Typhoid germs do not always germinate

in the human system. The system -is |

generally able to throw off the germis if
they do not come inte the system in too
large a gquantity, but if the water is badly
polluted and the germs are numerous, the
human system will succumb to the effect
of these typhoid germs, and typhoid fever
will set in. The age between 18 and 25 is
the mogt prominent age for typhoid fever,
and anyone outside of these age limits is
quite immune from the disease.
